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UMKC IBC POLICY
Disposition of Samples Post Protocol Termination

Background:
An IBC policy to meet or exceed all federal, state and local regulations and guidelines and comply with all institutional policies and procedures as they apply to the disposition of biological samples at the termination of a previously approved IBC protocol.
Purpose: 
This policy is a mechanism to report the disposition and/or long term considerations for biological sample(s) that will remain in storage after the termination of an IBC approved protocol.
Procedure(s)
Each IBC protocol is approved for three years.  At the end of the three years the protocol must be renewed.
If the Principal Investigator chooses not to renew the protocol, the disposition of all protocol related biological specimens must be addressed.  A completed “Disposition of Biological Samples and Specimens” form must be completed and submitted to the IBC office for review by the Biological Safety Officer.
