| will enroll in the appropriate level UNIV seminar course during both Fall and Spring semesters.

| will maintain early and continuous enrollment in the appropriate UMKC General Education Core -
Discourse and Anchor course pair, as well as, mathematics and/or foreign languages courses as

required by my selected exploratory track.

| will repeat any of the following courses in which | receive a grade below C-: UNIV 100, UNIV 101,
UNIV 102, UNIV 202, DISC 100, DISC 200, ENGLISH 110, ENGLISH 225, and/or Math (100 or 200
level) courses.

| will complete at a minimum 24 hours of academic course work applicable to a UMKC
undergraduate degree with a UM system, cumulative grade point average of a minimum of a 2.0
